Executive Summary

1 Local area satisfaction in adu(i#6.2%) and young people (75.6%Batley and Spen
(76.20)is similar tothe Kirklees average, and there is little variation in thsult at
ward level.

1 Batley and Spedistrict committee has a varied ethnic profileehere some wards
have a50:50 mix of people ofWhite/Asian ethnic backgrounds (Batley East),
whereas other wards are predominantly whiteg.Cleckheaton).

1 In 2016, jusover half of people agreed that their local area is a place where people
from different ethnic backgrounds get on well togetheFhis is asignificant
improvementthan when the same queisin was asked in the 20137.7%), but this
still slighterlower than the Kirklees averag&/hen the responses to this question
are split by ethnic background, interestingly, 80% of South Asian respondents
agreed, whereas only 45% of white respondents agreed.

1 Since residents were surveyed in 2012, there has beégn#isant increasen
perceivedevels of respect/consideration amongst residents (fré®6% in 2012 to
58.2% in 2016), which is simithie Kirklees average (63.2%)similar pattern exists
when residents were asked if they trust each other.

1 In2016,7.7% of residents in the area feel lonely all or most of the time. This figure
similar to the Kirklees average and hasreasedsince 20125.5%)

91 During 2015/16, 13,053 reported crimes classified assmtial behgiour (ASB) in
Kirklees, with 28% (3®) of these irBatley and Spern this area, Birstall and
Birkenshaw ward had the highest rate of ASB crimes (44 per 1,000 residents), which
is greater than the Kirklees average (30 per 1,000 residents).

1 4.5% of households in Batley and Spen are in areas defined as amongst the most
deprived 10% in England and 1 in 4 (26.5%) fall into the most deprived 20%

Local Area Satisfaction

Over three quarterg76.24 of the residents oBatley and Spemwere satisfiel with their
local areaas a place to live (CLiK 2016), which is similar t&tHdees average (78.6%he
ward level results for area satisfactiqiigure ) are not significantly differenthan the
Kirklees average.

The 2014 Children and Young People Survey (CYPS) asked children from Years 7, 9 and 12
across 25 schools within Kirklees if they were satisfied with their local area as a place to live.

The surveyalsorevealed thatin December 20141%and 62%of reddentsof Batley, Birstall

and Birkenshaw and Spen Valtegpectivelyagreed that peopldive together
harmoniously, which is lower than the Kirklees aver@y).

Ethnic Backgrounds

The wards that make upatley and Spemistrict Committee have quite different ethnic
population profilesBatley East ward hamn almost 50:50 split of people of white and south
Asian ethnicities (2011 Census), whereBBsstall and Birkenshaw, Cleckheaton and
Liversedgeand Gomersahre made p of predominantly white ethnicity~06%).Batley West
and Heckmondwike have 65% and 76% white populations respectiVéig. spatial

heterogeneity of ethnicity is illustrated in Figure 3.

Although, overall in Batley and Spen three quarters of the population are white British, only
61% of births are in this ethnic category. Higher birth rates iniethmnority groups suggest
that the profile of this district committee will change in the coming ydaee KJSA for more
information).

In Batley and Sperbl.4% of people agreed that their local area is a place where people
from different ethnic backgrouds get on well together. Thissgynificantly morehan when

the same question was asked in the 2012 sun33y/7049, but this isslightlylower than the
Kirklees average (53.8%Jhe following wardshad significantly better results for this
guestion thanin 2012 (Figure 4)

people ofwhite ethnicity.

Batley West has a larger proportion of yo@ngge groups whereas Birstall & Birkenshaw,
Cleckheaton and Liversedge & Gomersal have larger proportions of older age (seaps

In Batley and Sper65.6% of people agreed that their local area is a place where people of
different ages get on well togethé€CLiK 2016which isnot significantlydifferent than the
Kirklees average (704). At ward and district committee level this result is not statistically

In Batley and Sperb8.2% of people agreed that their local area is a place where people
treat each other with respect and consideration. Thigsas significantly diffeent than the
Kirklees average68.2%), but significantly better than when residents in this district
committee were asked the same question in 2049.6¢%).

In Batley and Sper0.2%6 of people agreed that their localrea is a place where people
trust each other(CLiK 2016)This isnot significantly differentthan the Kirklees average
(53.4%) but significantly better than when residents in this district committee were asked
the same question in 201(38.8%).The ward level results for this question in the CLIK 2016
survey are shown in Figure Bhe results show thaih Batley West, only 40.4% of people
agreed that their local area is a place where people trust each ptherlowest proportion

In Batley and Sperv. 7% of people feel lonely all or most of the tif€LiK 2016)This result
is not significantly different than the Kirklees avera@e2%) in 2016, but has increased
significantlysince 2012 (5.5%) The ward level results for this quesm in the CLIK 2016
survey are shown in Figure 9.

Anti-Social Bhaviour Streetlevel Crime

During 2015/16(AprikMarch) there were 13,053 reported crimes classified astiasocial
behaviour(ASB)n Kirklees, with 2& @673 of these inBatley and SperWithin Batley and
Spen district committee, Birstall and Birkenshaw whedl the highest rate oASB crimes
(44 per 1,000 residentsyvhich is greater thathe Kirklees average (30 per 1,000 residents)
ASB cme hotspots are shown in thEigure 10and the methodology is described in the
appendix.The following areas in Batley and Spgead a high density of ASB crimes during
2015/16 (shown as re hot hotspots on the map):

The WY PCC HigbPerceptions of Crime Survegked residentdiow they thought ASB
levels were changing over tim8etween2009 and 2014, therevas nochangein in the
public perception of ASB crimlevels in Batley, Birstall and Birkenshaw. In contriasSpen
Valley, between 2009 and 201#wer peoge felt that ASB crimaevasincreasing and more
people now think that levels are staying the same.

The WY PCC Pubkerceptions of Crime Surveyso asked residents if they agreed the
Police and local council are dealing with ASB and crime issues that matter. Thieeoseogt

Hate Crimes

The WY PCC Public Perceptions of Crime Survey asked residbate drime was a
problem.In December 2014, 14% and 7%edidentsof Batley, Birstall and Birkenshamd

Spen Valley respectivelpgreed thathate crime was a problem. The Kirklees average

6.5%, which compares to Leeds, 8.1%, Bradford, 10.9%, Calderdale, 5.5% and Wakefield,
5.1%.

Hate crime data from July 2013uly 2016vas supplied by Police HQable 1shows the
countand rateof hatecrimes at ward level. Values less than 5 Hagen supressed and
~60 records could not be mapped to a ward.
